Since | had the tools already out, | replaced both  SNAET1 13" 2
sides at the same time to aveid any future failures.

The following steps to remove the
power door lock actuators were based
on my 1989 Mustang 5.0 LX Coupe.
It was designed to serve as a visual
reference for readers to see how |
performed the replacement.

This is the rivet holding the door lock actuator in place.
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—
Remove the mirror bezel...
..remove the door handle bezel...

...and disconnect the controls and
remove the arm rest. Then carefully
pry the panel off from the bottom

and sides, and lift to remove.
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With the door panel off, pull the factory
film cover back to get access to
the lock actuator.

The lock actuator is located
inside and is fastened by a rivet.
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Wasn't able to get a clear shot of the lock actuator,
but its in there. It's hook end can be slipped out
once the rivet is removed and then disconnected
from the wiring harness.
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Drill out the lock actuator's rivet to remove

the unit. To ease removal, carefully hammer
the rivet head off with a dull chisel after
drilling through the rivet shaft.

With the rivet removed, the hook end can
be slipped off the locking mechanism...

..and the lock actuator can be taken
out and disconnected from the harness,

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Plug the wiring into
the new lock actuator

This is the lwm?r duty riveter
used with a 7/32" (6.0mm) nose
piece for the inserted rivet's shaft.
A simple operation: squeeze
the handles toward each other.
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After slipping in the actuator's
hook end into the door's locking
mechanism, hold the actuator
against the rivet to ensure the
rivet sets it in place...

..while squeezing the riveter's handles
together to set the rivet. It helps to have
another pair of hands in this step.
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This is what it locks

like after the riveter

snaps the shaft off.
File it down to
smooth it out.
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This is what it looks
like after filing it down.

¥
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After a quick test by temporarily connecting the
arm rest control's wiring harness, the door lock
actuator's function was verified before putting the
door panel back together.

Reinstall the panel by following the steps in
reverse, starting with setting the factory film
cover, hooking in the door panel and fastening the
door clips onto the door, reinstalling the bezels,
connecting the control harnesses, and
reinstalling in the armn rest.
